Anadolu'nun bereketli topraklartyla ¢evrili modern Tiirkiye'nin baskenti Ankara, ylizyillar
boyunca antik ¢agin en giiclii medeniyetleri olan Hititlerin yan1 sira Frigyalilar, Galatlar ve
Romalilar da dahil olmak {izere birgok medeniyete ev sahipligi yapmustir. Tiirkiye'nin 100 y1illik
baskenti, antik ¢ag kalintilarindan modern mimari harikalarina kadar pek cok gizli hazineyi
ziyaretcilerine sunuyor. Gelin her kosesinde sizi biiyiileyici hikayelerin bekledigi Ankara'da
kisa bir tur atalim...

Diinya Mirasi

Ankara’nin Polatli ilgesinde yer alan gorkemli Gordion Antik Kenti, gectigimiz yil
Tirkiye'nin UNESCO Diinya Mirasi Listesi’ne alinan 20. kiiltiirel miras varligi konumunda.
Diinyada en uzun siire yerlesimin goriildiigii nadir alanlar arasinda olan bdlgede yasam,
yaklasik 4 bin 500 yildir ¢ok fazla kesintiye ugramadan devam ediyor. Frigya'nin siyasi ve
kiiltiirel bagkenti olan Gordion, ayn1 zamanda iinlii Kral Midas’in da sehri. Rivayete gore “altin
dokunus” ile lanetlenen Kral Midas’in Gordion’daki tiimiiliisti, bugiin ‘diinyanin iigiincii en
biiyiik tiimiiliisti’ konumunda.

Oliimsiiz Liderin Huzurunda

Ankara’da en 6nemli simge yapilarindan biri de Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kurucusu Mustafa
Kemal Atatiirk’lin ebedi istirahatgdh1 Amitkabir. Ankara’nin gébeginde, Anittepe’de bulunan
bu anit mezar, 750 bin metrekareye yayilan boliimiiyle oldukga etkileyici. Aslanlt Yol, Téren
Meydan1 ve Atatiirk Mozolesi olmak {izere {i¢ ana bdliimden olusan Anitkabir’de Atatiirk ve
Kurtulug Savag1 Miizesi'ni ziyaret ederek modern bir ulusun nasil gelistiine taniklik etmek
miimkiin.

Simgesel Mabet

Ahi Serefeddin Cami, Ankara’nin UNESCO Diinya Miras Listesi’ne kayith 21. kiiltiir mirasi
konumunda. “Anadolu'nun Orta Cag Donemi Ahsap Direkli ve Kirisli Camileri” baslig altinda
“Diinya Miras1” ilan edilen bes camiden biri olan bu yapi, Tiirkiye’nin halen ayakta olan en
eski camilerinden. Caminin igerisini gezerken 24 ahsap diregin devsirme mermer siitun
basliklariyla yarattigi uyuma hayran kalacaksiniz.
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Eski Sehre Yolculuk

Ahi Serefeddin Cami’den sonra hemen yani bagindaki Ankara Kalesi’ne tirmanip Ankara’yi
tepeden izleyebilirsiniz. Aslen garnizon olarak insa edilen kale hem sehri ayaklarinizin altina
sermesi hem de Anadolu Medeniyetleri Miizesi, eski Ankara evleri, camiler ve diger tarihi
yerlere ev sahipligi yapmasi agisindan turistik bir durak. Kaleici Mahallesi sinirlar1 i¢cindeki
bolge, 6zellikle dar sokaklarda siralanan iki-ii¢ katli ahsap, kerpic ve tugla Ankara evleriyle de
goriilmeye deger. Glinlimiizde bu tarihi evlerin ¢ogu restoran, otel, kafe ve hediyelik esya
magazalarina dontstiiriilmiis durumda. Bu eski evlerde kurulan restoranlarda sehrin yerel
lezzetlerini tatmak miimkiin.

Gecmisin izinde

Cumbhuriyet ile birlikte biiyiik bir imar hareketinin basladigi Ankara’nin siliietini bigimlendiren
pek c¢ok yapit bulunuyor. Bu nedenle bugiin Etnografya Miizesi ve Resim ve Heykel
Miizesi olarak hizmet veren simge Cumhuriyet yapilarim1 bu agidan da kesfedebilirsiniz.
Anadolu’nun gorkemli kiiltiir mirasin1 da kesfedebileceginiz bu yolculukta, tek bir miize gérme
sansiniz varsa tercihiniz Anadolu Medeniyetleri Miizesi olabilir. Miize yeni islev verilerek
diizenlenmis iki tarihi Osmanli binasindan olusuyor ve Paleolitik Cag’dan itibaren kronolojik
olarak sergiledigi Anadolu topraklarina 6zgiin eserleriyle oldukca dikkat cekici. 1997°de
“Avrupa’da Yilin Miizesi” secgilen ve 0Ozgiin koleksiyonlariyla diinyanin sayili miizeleri
arasinda yer alan miize, Anadolu’nun zengin kiiltiirel mirasin1 kesfetmek i¢in bire bir.

Gorkemli Roma Mirasi

Ankara, ayn1 zamanda Roma donemine ait pek ¢ok tarihi alana da sahip. Bu nedenle Ankara’ya
gelmisken Roma Imparatoru Julianus’un (M.S. 361-363) Ankara ziyareti onuruna insa edildigi
yaygin olarak kabul géren Julianus Siitunu’nu, 3. ylizyilda Septimius Severus’un oglu Roma
Imparatoru Caracalla tarafindan Saghik Tanris1 Asklepios adma insa edilen Roma
Hamamlar1’n1 ve adin1 Roma Imparatoru Augustus’tan alan Augustus Tapinagi’'ni1 da ziyaret
edebilirsiniz.

Kiiltiirel Vaha

Aym1  zamanda bir kiiltiir bagkenti de olan Ankara, Ankara Opera Binasi’ndan
Cumbhurbagkanligi Senfoni Orkestrasi (CSO Ada) ve CerModern’e kadar pek ¢ok onemli
yapiya ev sahipligi yapiyor. Ankara’nin merkezinde, Ankara Kalesi ile Anitkabir arasinda yer
alan etkileyici ve modern CSO Ada binasinda bir konser izleyebilir ve yine ayni bdlgenin
giineyinde yer alan, sehrin modern yiizliniin bir diger simgesi olan CerModern’i ziyaret
edebilirsiniz.

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Tiirkiye’s capital city, Ankara, has many hidden treasures to explore

Surrounded by the fertile lands of Anatolia, modern Tiirkiye’s capital city, Ankara, has been
home to many civilisations over the centuries, including the Hittites — a superpower of antiquity
—as well as the Phrygians, the Galatians and the Romans. The 100-year-old capital of Tiirkiye
offers visitors many hidden treasures ranging from remnants of antiquity to modern
architectural wonders. Let's take a quick tour of Ankara, where fascinating stories await around
every corner...

World Heritage

Last year, Tiirkiye’s 20® cultural property asset, the magnificent ancient city of Gordion in
Ankara's Polatli district, was inscribed on the UNESCO World Heritage List. Continuously
inhabited for approximately 4,500 years, the area of Gordion, Phrygia's political and cultural
capital, was also home to the legendary King Midas. According to mythology, King Midas' was
afflicted with the "golden touch". His tumulus (burial mound) is considered the "third largest
tumulus in the world."

In the Presence of the Immortal Leader

One of the most important landmarks in Ankara is Anitkabir, the final resting place of Mustafa
Kemal Atatiirk, the founder of the Republic of Tiirkiye. Located in Anittepe in the heart of
Ankara, this stately mausoleum complex extends over 750,000 square metres. Consisting of
three main sections, the Lion Road, the Ceremony Square and the Atatiirk Mausoleum,
Anitkabir also houses the Atatiirk and War of Independence Museum, where you can witness
the development of a modern nation.

Landmark Sanctuary

The Ahi Serefeddin Mosque in Ankara is among Tiirkiye’s 21st cultural heritage monuments
inscribed in the UNESCO World Heritage List. One of five mosques designated as "World
Heritage" under the title "Mediaeval Wooden Pillar and Beam Mosques of Anatolia," the Ahi
Serefeddin Mosque is among Tiirkiye’s oldest surviving mosques. Entering the mosque, you’ll
see 24 majestic timber poles with spolia marble column capitals, signalling the harmony
inherent in the rest of the structure.

Exploring the Old Town

After visiting Ahi Serefeddin Mosque, climb the nearby Ankara Castle to enjoy panoramic
views of Ankara. The castle, originally built as a garrison, is a popular tourist destination that
provides views of the city as well as hosting the Museum of Anatolian Civilizations,



ancient Ankara houses, mosques, and other historical landmarks. The area within the confines
of Kalei¢i Neighbourhood is also worth visiting, featuring two- to three-story wooden, adobe
and brick Ankara-style houses lining narrow streets. Most of these venerable structures have
been converted into hotels or souvenir shops, along with cafes and restaurants presenting the
city's distinctive flavours.

On the Trail of the Past

Many structures have shaped Ankara's skyline, particularly those built during the Republic's
construction boom. You can take a tour of the iconic Republican buildings that now house
the Ethnography Museum and the Painting and Sculpture Museum. If you only have time
to visit one museum to learn about Anatolia's fascinating cultural history, consider the Museum
of Anatolian Civilizations. The stunning collection of the museum, housed in two historic
Ottoman buildings that have been renovated and repurposed, comprises artefacts unique to the
Anatolian region that are displayed chronologically, beginning with the Palaeolithic Age. In
1997, the Museum of Anatolian Civilizations was named "Museum of the Year in Europe" and
is considered one of the world's leading museums. In addition, it is an excellent place to learn
about Anatolia's rich cultural history.

Glorious Roman Heritage

Ankara also features numerous Roman-era sites, including the Julianus Column, believed to
have been erected in honour of Roman Emperor Julianus' (361-363 AD) visit to Ankara. As
well you can see the Roman Baths, built in the 3« century by Roman Emperor Caracalla, the
son of Septimius Severus, in the name of Asclepius, the God of Health, and the Temple of
Augustus, named after the Roman Emperor.

Cultural Oasis

Ankara, a cultural hub, is also home to significant buildings such as the Ankara Opera House,
the Presidential Symphony Orchestra (CSO Ada) and CerModern. Visit the modern CSO
Ada building in the city's heart, between Ankara Castle and Anitkabir, for a concert, or head to
the CerModern in the south to experience the city's modern face.
